
Google Translate of webpages 

To use this free feature, you must first use the Chrome browser. The web page (and even website) 

translation is also available in other browsers such as Edge and Explorer, but it is an add on and may cost 

an additional fee. 

In Chrome, first open the browser, then right click and choose Translate to English.  

 

A Translated window will come up in the upper right-hand corner of your screen. Click on Options.  

 

Then click on Change Language. 



 

 

 

 I chose Spanish, but when you open this feature you will see there are many languages available. Here

You can choose to always translate the website, which may be a helpful feature for families and child 

care providers who are not yet fluent in English.  

When you want to go back to the original, in this case English, just right click and choose Reload.
